In the very beginning of the lesson, the students must connect to InSitu with their computers or mobile phones. Connection happens simply by logging in to InSitu. The teacher sees the logging progression in his computer.
InSitu consists of three parts. First one is the PC Projector, which is in view for the students via the projector and screen. Teacher’s App is the server, where question are being sent to students (from). The students see and answer to questions from their mobile phones or laptops via GPRS or WLAN. InSitu can also be used with Bluetooth.
When the teacher sends the question, students immediately see it in the screen and are able to answer. In the teacher’s App, teacher can follow the answering progression in real-time. Students usually have about 30 seconds time to answer. When the time’s up, teacher may show the answer distribution to audience and discuss about the topics.
